ii. What ‘effects’ does the River cause, and when do those effects occur?

f. What happened to the disciples on the fiftieth day of His resurrection? Acts 2:1-4
· That’s the River experience.

g. Read Acts 8:14-17 and Acts 19:1-6. What conclusions can we draw from the experience of the 
   Samaritan & Ephesian believers? (NB: Water baptism only takes place after salvation)


h. What changed in the lives of the disciples we read about in Acts 2 & 19 once they were

i. Read 1 Cor.12:7-11 What are other abilities we can expect as a result of the anointing of the Holy 
   Spirit?
